You would use 
a facilitator who is not a member of 
your club to go through this process.  
In studying all the materials 
provided to me about CEP, I feel 
that this is an excellent program for 
our clubs to go through.  If you are 
interested in learning more about 
this, please contact Lion Tom 
Hayford, our District GLT Chair or 
myself.
